In Masters Rowing, the
average age of the total Rowers in the boat
determines the competitive class, allowing
individual Rower’s opportunities to enter
multiple competitive classes.

Across a weeklong sport-festival of Masters
Rowing, Rowing Clubs and Rowers converge to
compete over 1000 meters —a more accessible
distance than the Olympic discipline of 2000
meters — pursuing the individual finals medals
and the coveted Club Points trophy.
